This AGREEMENT is dated , 20 ,andis between Pine Creek

"Sponsors') whose name and address is:

In consideration of the mutual promises set forth in this Agreement, Pine Creek Ranch and Sponsor(s)
(hereinafter, also "Party(ies)") agree as follows:

1. SPONSOR(S). Sponsor(s) affirm that he/she/they is/are the legal Parent(s)/Guardian(s) with Full Legal custody
of (Student):

[Name of Minor Child or Ward] whose date of birth is

, 19, and that Sponsor(s) expressly desire(s) to contract for Student's enrollment in the
RANCH according to the terms of this Agreement. RANCH shall be entitled to rely on the validity of
representations of (or either of) the above-named Sponsor(s) with respect to the Student or other family members.

2. PERIOD OF ENROLLMENT AND DAILY FEE. The enrollment and fees for the Student’s initial

enrollment period shall be for a minimum of Three (8) months which enrollment shall commence on the
day of ,20 . The daily rate shall be Two Hundred Fifty-Eight dollars per day ($258.00).

Refer to section 6 for financial provisions.

SPECIAL AND MATERIAL PROVISION: In the event that the Student attains the age of Eighteen (18)
years or is decreed as an "emancipated minor" by a court of proper jurisdiction prior to completion of said period of
enrollment, Student's enrollment under this contract shall end on Student's eighteenth (18th) birthday.

3. SERVICES TO BE RENDERED BY RANCH. Upon the execution of this Agreement by the signature(s) of the
Student’s Parent(s) or Sponsor(s), signed below, the Ranch accepts for enrollment the above-named Student and
promises to undertake and provide Student with the following services and facilities: (1) room and board; (2)
counseling and therapy services; (3) educational and academic services; (4) enrollment examinations or assessments
(including educational, psycho/social testing and treatment planning); (5) experiential services; (6) first aid services;
and (7) reasonable adult supervision while on campus and while involved in Ranch sponsored activities (e.g., while
using recreational equipment and facilities, while engaged in recreational, educational experiences, etc.). Note:
Sponsor(s) and RANCH agree that RANCH has not represented nor warranted either the quality or quantity of
education or treatment services actually provided under this Agreement: it is clear to all parties that such quality and

quantity is only within the control of Student.

Furthermore, while Student is enrolled in RANCH, RANCH shall further undertake and provide Sponsor(s)
with the following services: (1) Regular Student Accounting services; (2) Monthly billing statements, including
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balance owing on tuition and fees; (3) Clerical assistance in gathering information from Student's prior placements
or schools, and (4) Clerical assistance in processing information to be used by Sponsor(s)'s insurance or other
agency forms/claims, etc.

4. SPONSOR(S)' INFORMED CONSENT FOR STUDENT TO PARTICIPATE IN ALL RANCH
PROGRAMS AND ACTIVITIES.

Sponsor(s) give(s) his/her/their informed consent for the Student to take part in all RANCH-sponsored
activities, and hereby acknowledges that he/she/they is/are fully aware that certain component parts of the
RANCH’s programs (e.g., including various vigorous and “contact” activities, such as outdoor activities,
backpacking, skateboarding, swimming, snow- and water skiing, etc.) are or might be demanding, rigorous,
dangerous, even stressful upon some Students.

Sponsor(s) herein acknowledge(s) that RANCH has advised Sponsor(s) of said dangers and risks, including
risks associated with Student's health problems and physical or emotional limitations. Sponsor(s) acknowledge(s)
RANCH has advised him/her/them of dangers and risks related to enrollment and participation by Student in
RANCH activities, and Sponsor(s) further give his/her/their knowing consent, with full understanding; and,
Sponsor(s) accept(s) all reasonable risks which are associated with the care and control of Student while at the
RANCH, such as those immediately following:

Among other risks discussed prior to enrollment include, but are not limited to, risks that Sponsor(s)'s goals
for Student may not be fully realized at RANCH (while student is enrolled and/or after termination of Student's
enrollment at the RANCH), risks that the Student might run away from the RANCH and be injured or not be found
thereafter, risks that Student might be injured while enrolled at and participating in the RANCH’s activities, or
might injure others or him seriously, or be injured by another Student’s act(s), or even self-injury or suicide.

Notwithstanding,, Sponsor(s) expressly withhold(s) his/her/their consent for Student's participation in any of the
following RANCH-sponsored activities:

5. SPONSOR(S)'S CONSENT AND AUTHORITY TO TRANSPORT STUDENT. Should Sponsor(s) request
and further give authority and consent to RANCH personnel to physically escort Student to and/or from RANCH,

the costs and liability of said escort shall be borne by Sponsor(s). During the course of any such transportation,
Sponsor(s) further give(s) his/her/their express authority and consent to RANCH personnel to use reasonable
physical force upon Student in order to protect Student, RANCH personnel, property, or other persons from physical
injury or threat of injury from Student.

B. AUTHORIZATION FOR RESTRAINT:

Sponsor(s) hereby give(s) his/her/their express authority and consent to authorized Program Personnel, where
appropriate to the circumstances, to utilize reasonable physical force to physically restrain, control and detain the
Student for and including, but not limited to the following purposes: Transportation to and from the Ranch; to
prevent the Student from running away from the Ranch; to protect the Student, or others from physical injury or
threat of injury or damage to property from the Student.

6. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS.

A. NON-REFUNDABLE ENROLLMENT FEES AND TUITION. In consideration of RANCH's
acceptance and enrollment of Student into RANCH, and for the Parties expectations that the services listed in
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provision No. 3 (above) can be performed and/or made available to be performed by RANCH for Student, the
Sponsor agrees to the following financial provisions:

Enrollment Fee: Sponsor(s) shall pay to the RANCH One thousand four hundred and fifty dollars ($1450.00) for
the initial enrollment intake fee which includes; Ranch wardrobe, Student Incidental Account Deposit of $400.00,
Psycho/ Social Evaluation, Educational Assessment, Transcript Coordination, and other intake services deemed
appropriate by RANCH.

Tuition: Sponsor(s) shall pay to the RANCH a monthly tuition of $7,740.00 with the first and last month’s tuition
and Enrollment Fee paid in the following manner:

First Months Tuition for the Month of. is; $7.740

Last Month’s Tuition is; $ 7.740

Enrollment Fee is; $1.450

Incidental Account $ 400.00 (revolving account)

Total Due at Enrollment is; $17.330

First Monthly Installment of $7,740.00 is due by the 1* day of with subsequent monthly

installments due by the first day of each following month. Sponsor(s) further agrees to a late fee of 2% per month on
installments not paid by the 15" of the month due.

Enrollment is anticipated to be for a minimum 8 month period.

NOTE: The monthly installments are payments toward the total enrollment and tuition costs and do
not reflect or relate to the exact number of days the Student will be in residence at the RANCH. Therefore, there
shall be no fee adjustments or reductions for periods in which the Student is not physically present at RANCH,
whether or not Student's absences are authorized by either the Sponsors or RANCH (e.g., visits, short
hospitalizations, "family vacations," etc.), unless, the absence is the result of a seriously debilitating and/or
contagious illness, protracted hospitalization, death or serious disability and said absence is mutually agreed upon
in writing by both RANCH and Sponsor(s).

B. Additional Costs and Fees.

1. Student Personal “INCIDENTAL ACCOUNT” and RANCH WARDROBE. Upon
enrollment, Sponsor(s) shall deposit FOUR HUNDRED DOLLARS ($400.00) at RANCH in Student’s “incidental
account,” to assist Student's payment for recreational activities not provided as a routine part of RANCH's program,
personal needs such as low cost clothing (e.g., underwear, socks, etc.), STUDENT’S property damages, amenities
and toiletries, etc. Sponsor(s) shall be billed for all Students’ above related incidental charges if Student or his
incidental account is unable to pay them.

Each student is issued a RANCH WARDROBE, which consists of various items of casual and dress
clothing and recreational clothing worn by all students at the RANCH. It is Student’s responsibility to care for his
wardrobe clothing.

2. Medical/Dental/Special Treatments/Tutoring, and Communication Costs. At time of
enrollment and transport, Sponsor(s) shall have in force medical/dental insurance for Student's benefit in case of
Student need for medical or dental services and costs for such services must be billed directly to Sponsor(s) or to
Sponsor(s) insurer [if Sponsor(s) provide RANCH with required insurance billing information: i.e., Insurer's name
and address, policy number, etc.]. Costs incurred by Student for medical or dental or special treatment (e.g., glasses,
retainers, prescription drugs, etc.) provided Student by local health care professionals shall be otherwise billed
directly to Sponsor(s) from respective vendors. All mailing costs are paid by Student's Sponsor(s). Special lessons
or tutoring not provided in the regular educational programs of the RANCH (e.g., photography, voice, etc.) are
also paid by Sponsor(s).

Note: Psychiatric services are not included in the tuition for RANCH students. Students requiring psychiatric
services will be seen on campus by our consulting psychiatrist, with the student’s incidental account being charged

accordingly. A psychiatric history and evaluation is billed at $175.00. A medication evaluation is $75.00, and
follow-up visits are charged $25.00 for each session.

3. Transportation/Escort/Runaway Costs. At the express request of Sponsor(s) (see paragraph
"5," above), RANCH shall arrange appropriate transportation in order to assist the safe transportation of Student
to/from RANCH. Costs of said escort transportation shall be provided Sponsor(s) with documented accounting
(e.g., such as expenses for staff escort fees, hotel, meals, rental car/airplane, parking costs, etc.) shall be provided
Sponsor(s), and, Sponsor(s) hereby agree(s) to pay for such "documented escort costs" upon demand from RANCH.

In addition, Sponsor(s) hereby agree(s) to pay nominal costs for transporting Student to and from
appointments such as dental/medical/special lessons, etc., or to and from commercial airports or other common
carriers. In addition, should the student elope ("'run away') from RANCH, Sponsor(s) hereby agree(s) to pay all
costs reasonably incurred by RANCH for "search, find, and/or return" of Student to RANCH. Such costs
would be in addition to any balance of monthly installment payments due under this Agreement (see paragraph
"8," below).

4. INTEREST CHARGES ON “LATE MONTHLY INSTALLMENT PAYMENTS” I/we
[Sponsor(s)] understand the need for my/our making timely monthly payment(s), if I/we have been allowed to pay
“installments” on the full Enrollment/Tuition fees. I further agree that I/we shall pay at the rate of 2% per-month
(“APR”) interest on every month’s installment that is not paid by the 15th of the month in which said payment is due
and owing. I/we also expressly agree to pay costs of collection and reasonable attorney fees/costs incurred in
collecting any such “late” payment(s) during or after enrollment of Student (or, “balances owing”).

7. RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGE TO PROPERTY BY STUDENT. Sponsor(s) agree(s) to be financially
responsible for the costs of repairing or replacing any RANCH property damaged, defaced, or destroyed by the
Student while Student is participating in RANCH programs and activities. For any "nominal" damages, the Student
might be assessed from his/her own incidental account and earnings (see above).

8. EXPENSES FOR RANCH ASSISTANCE IN THE RETURN OF "RUN-AWAY" STUDENT. See provision
6(3)(b), above. In the event the Student runs away from RANCH, RANCH shall use reasonable efforts to assist the
Sponsor(s) in finding the Student and in obtaining the safe return of the Student to the RANCH. Extra staff shall pair
in efforts to search for Student in the area of the RANCH (e.g., within 50 miles), for at least two hours [more if
Sponsor(s) agree(s)].

An accounting of all expenses (hourly charges, gas and personal cars, etc.) incurred by RANCH while
assisting the Sponsor(s) in finding and returning the Student to RANCH shall be given to the Sponsor(s). Sponsor(s)
is/are responsible for all such expenses, including in those instances where the Student runs away while participating
in RANCH activities. Staff strive to supervise students on all activities, but cannot prevent some runaways.

9. RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSS OR DAMAGE OF STUDENT'S PROPERTY. Sponsor(s) agree(s) to hold
harmless and release RANCH and its staff from all liability associated with loss or damage of any of Student's
property, except in any instance where the loss or damage is directly caused by RANCH STAFF.

10. COST OF COLLECTION: ATTORNEY FEES. Sponsor(s) agree(s) to pay the costs of collection of any
amounts due under this Agreement, including reasonable attorney's fees incurred by RANCH in collecting late
payments. Sponsor(s)/Parent(s) hereby agree(s) that under no circumstances shall student’s official transcript of credit
or other program records be made available to either student(s), Parent(s), or Sponsor(s) or to other agents or agencies
until all balances owing Academy by Parent(s)/Sponsor(s) (or which might be in “dispute” between RANCH and
Sponsor[s]) are paid or "cleared." Sponsor(s) agree(s) to use Utah-based Arbitration in any claim of “disputed”
balances owing on initial tuition and fees, if RANCH agrees to such Arbitration in lieu of any other litigation
procedures.

11. RESPONSIBILITY FOR STUDENT ILLNESSES, INJURIES OR ACCIDENTS. The Sponsor(s) shall
indemnify and hold harmless RANCH for any injuries, illnesses or other damages occurring to the Student during the
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term of enrollment, including any resulting from the Student's transportation or taking part in the regular programs and
activities of the RANCH, except injuries caused by RANCH agents or personnel under circumstances of gross
negligence.

12. AUTHORIZATION FOR MEDICAL CARE FOR STUDENT. In the event of any injury, accident, illness, or
other necessity, RANCH is hereby authorized by Sponsor(s) to obtain medical and hospital care and to authorize a
physician or other appropriate medical personnel to perform any procedures that may be medically necessary for the
well-being of the Student. Other than in an emergency situation, RANCH will make reasonable efforts to notify and
obtain prior Sponsor(s) authorization to any other medical procedure.

13. AUTHORIZATION FOR STUDENT SEARCH AND DRUG SCREENING. Sponsor(s) hereby give(s)
consent and authorize(s) the RANCH to search the personal effects and person of the Student for suspected contraband
or weapons or dangerous or illegal items. RANCH is hereby authorized to confiscate any and all items deemed by
RANCH or Sponsor(s) to be "contraband." The disposition, including destruction, of all contraband items shall be the
sole responsibility of RANCH. Sponsor(s) further agree(s) and consent(s) to authorize RANCH personnel to
periodically gather urine specimens from Student for the purpose of drug/alcohol and other medical screening.

14. AUTHORIZATION OF COMMERCIAL USE OF STUDENT'S LIKENESS. Sponsor(s) hereby consent(s)
and authorize(s) RANCH to photograph, record, or create artistic facsimiles of Student while enrolled in RANCH;
and, further release RANCH from any and all liability associated with any RANCH use of such likenesses.

15. CHOICE OF JURISDICTION, LAW AND OTHER MATTERS, Sponsor(s)/Parent(s) agree(s) to be subject
to the jurisdiction of Utah Courts in any dispute between the Parties to this Agreement. Moreover, the Parties agree
that Utah law shall govern this Agreement. Failure of either Party to enforce any term or provision of this Agreement
shall not constitute or be construed as a waiver of such term or provision or the right to enforce it. If any provision, or
part thereof, of this Agreement is construed to be over-broad as written, the remaining provisions shall remain
enforceable according to applicable Utah law.

16. RELEASE OF ACADEMIC CREDITS/TRANSCRIPT OR TREATMENT/THERAPY RECORDS.
Student's official transcript of academic credits and/or treatment, testing or therapy records shall not be
released by RANCH until all amounts owing RANCH by Sponsor(s) under this Agreement have been paid in full at
the offices of RANCH. Such non-release of such educational or treatment records (above) is considered by the Parties
as a form of “collateral” (similar to a “mechanic’s lien) against Sponsor(s) non- or late-payments of tuition and fees of
this Agreement.

17. EARLY ENROLLMENT TERMINATION; LIQUIDATION DAMAGES.

A. TERMINATION BY RANCH. RANCH reserves the right to terminate this Agreement at any
time due to illegal, uncontrollable, or dangerous actions by Student, including unreported or
previously unknown medical conditions, or prior injuries, or, for any other reason whatsoever as
deemed necessary or prudent by RANCH. In the event of such termination by the RANCH,
Sponsor(s) shall NOT be required to pay "balance" of Enrollment/Tuition payments from the
time of official termination.

B. “EARLY WITHDRAWAL” BY SPONSOR(S). In the event Sponsor(s) withdraw(s) Student
prior to the expiration of the initial four-month enrollment period, Sponsor(s) shall not be entitled to
any refund of enrollment and tuition fees payments, and shall be responsible for payment of
balance of initial enrollment and tuition fee payments (which were being paid by monthly
installment payments) owing at time of said withdrawal. Any balances owing on installment
schedule shall be accelerated as due and owing at the time of Sponsor(s) withdrawal of Student.

LIQUIDATION DAMAGES: Non-refund of enrollment and tuition fees (or balance of
installment payments) is not considered by either party to this Agreement as a penalty for
early withdrawal of the Student. Instead, because the "cost amounts" of items such as contracted
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staff salaries, leases, insurance, incurred debt reduction, staffing schedules, inventories, operating
expenses, etc., such "cost amounts" are so difficult or impossible to estimate for each Student, the
policy of non-refundable tuition and enrollment fees is expressly made a part of this agreement
and it appears to each of the Parties as a reasonable estimate of the RANCH's losses (i.e.,
“liquidation damages”) associated with early withdrawal of the Student.

18. SCOPE AND MEANING OF AGREEMENT. Sponsor(s) hereby acknowledge(s) that he/she/they has/have read
this Agreement and that he/she/they understand(s) and assent(s) to each of its provisions. This Agreement constitutes
the entire Agreement between the Parties, except as noted herein: To Wit:

19. AGREEMENT RENEWAL This Agreement may be renewed with the mutual consent of the Parties. Any
renewal Agreement shall be based upon enrollment and tuition charges and other costs and expenses as were in effect
when the parties executed this Agreement, even though the then prevailing enrollment and tuition fee might have
increased. Monthly charges for this Student’s continued enrollment shall be charged Sponsor(s) at the same enrollment
and tuition fee as specified in provision 6 of this Agreement.
